Important notes

1.Power Supply

& Do notconnectthis unit to same electrical outlet that is
being used by an electrical appliance that is controlled
by an inverter or a motor (such as a refrigerator, washing
machine, microwave oven, or air conditioner). Depending
on the way in which the electrical appliance is used,
power supply noise may cause this unit to malfunction or
may produce audible noise.

EQUIPMENT INSTALLATION

Equipment cabinet installation

Lift the power amplifier handle and place the power in the cabinet. After the stability is established, screw the screw holes on the wrists on both
sides of the front panel of the amplifier and the corresponding screw holes on the cabinet to fix the power amplifier on the cabinet (see the following

figure).

Placement position

In order to ensure the normal ventilation of the air outlet of the cooling fan, place the amplifier in a ventilated environment. The front and rear boards

of the amplifier should be at least 15-20cm away from the wall or other objects.

When the channel signal mode switch on the rear panel of the amplifier is in STEREO file (1 in the figure above), that is when the amplifier is
in stereo mode, the XLR connector is used to connect the left (L) channel of the stereo audio source to the amplifier. CH1 channel input
interface, connecting the right (R) channel of the stereo source to the CH2 channel input of the amplifier,

Use the NL4 SPEAKON speaker cable to connect the amplifier's CH1 channel NL4 SPEAKON output connector to the left channel speaker;
use the NL4 SPEAKON speaker cable to connect the amplifier's CH2 channel NL4 SPEAKON output connector to the right channel speaker
(as shown above).

Note: Please turn the potentiometer counterclockwise to the minimum volume before turning on/off the wire, or shut down the operation.

XLR male plug can be inserted into the XLR female interface of device directly. When unplugged, you need to press the PUSH switch of XLR
female connectors and you can unplug the XLR male plug; XLR female plug can be inserted into the XLR male interface of device directly.
The plug switch will automatically lock; When unplugged, you need to press the female plug switch and you can unplug the XLR female plug.

AUTOMATIC POWER AMPLIFIER PROTECTION

1. Short circuit protection

The amplifier detects the real-time current through the sampling resistor. Take the CH1 channel as an example. When the CH1 channel of the

amplifier is short-circuited or current overloaded, the amplifier will be automatically protected when the short-circuit or over-current occurs. The
output will be cut off and the PROTECT/CLIP indicator will light up. The protection will not be automatically restored. After the fault is cleared,
the power amplifier will return to normal. The same applies to the CH2 channel,

2. DC protection

When the power amplifier CH1 channel outputs DC power, the amplifier will perform DC protection and cut off the output. At the same time, the

PROTECT/CLIP light will turn on. This protection will not recover automatically. After the fault is removed, the power amplifier will return to normal.

The same applies to the CH2 channel.
